“My
first contact was my Elmer, Jimmy VE4VJ, who was
using a voice controlled key because he had cerebral
palsy. Another contact was PJ2AR — British West In-
dies. I can still remember all the details of that con-
tact.”

What have you got out of amateur radio over the
years? “My first job at CKRC, and my second job at
CBC. Amateur radio helped me with many remotes
when RF knowledge was needed; for example, with RF
mikes and cameras.

Any part of ham radio that interests you particularly?
“Beacons. I’ve been running a 10m beacon for over 50

years. I’ve always been interested in the propagation

We need to be using our frequencies to keep them. We
also need to support our clubs such RAC and ARRL,
who speak for us.”
